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2019-20 Year End Report

HIGHLIGHTS:

e Over the past two years, scholarship expenditures have decreased a total of $5.5 million or
nearly 8%. Factors contributing to the cost reductions include legislative reforms passed
in 2017 that eliminated award payments for non-credit remedial courses and require
checking of the $100,000 second income limit each year the student is in college. In
addition, an increasing number of colleges have not raised tuition rates in recent years; in
2020-21 nearly 70% of state public colleges did not increase tuition.

e The 2020 high school graduating class of Oklahoma’s Promise students was the first class
at the higher application income limit of $55,000 (up from $50,000) that went into effect
in 2017-18. The 2020 class increased in size by 362 students, or nearly 5%, compared to
the 2019 graduating class.
