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Highlights 
 

• In 2021-22, current and former Oklahoma’s Promise scholarship recipients earned 
a total of 4,500 certificates and degrees ranging from undergraduate certificates 
to doctoral and professional degrees.  About half were bachelor degrees (52%) 
and a third (32%) were associate degrees.  Another 10% were master’s degrees. 

• During the 2022 session, the Oklahoma Legislature approved a significant change 
to the Oklahoma’s Promise family income application limit to allow higher 
incomes for families with more children.  The new limits, which became effective 
for the 2022-23 school year, provide program eligibility at $60,000 for families 
with 1-2 dependent children, $70,000 for families with 3-4 dependent children, 
and $80,000 for families with 5 or more dependent children.
